Learners attending the course
receive priority 1:1 advice from a CAB advisor skilled in helping
people deal with debt and plan for the future. The pilot course
held during autumn term has proved popular and above all helpful
to many learners. The course covers family budgeting and
borrowing amongst other fopics and learners receive free tickets
to local venues so that the whole family can continue to enjoy
quality time together.
